Let’s get rid of the phrase “my family consists of ...” and look at some more interesting ways to
talk about families. English is rich in idioms to talk about family life. Well, for example the
black sheep of the family — that’s someone who didn’t fit in, or caused a family scandal. If you
are loyal to your family, you can say “Blood is thicker than water” or “Keep it in family”. You
might have your father’s eyes or your mother’s nose. If you’re like one of your parents, you can
say “Like father, like son’.
