Getting Benched

Big-time college athletes aren't scoring in class. The NCAA toughens up, but let's see if
the new rules pass the test

Jim Calhoun, head men's basketball coach at the University of Connecticut, had just won his
700th career game as a college coach last Wednesday, and the 10,000 fans at the sold-out Gam-
pel Pavilion in Storrs, Conn., were going wild, waving placards that read "700." Boosted by Cal-
houn and his two national titles, including last year's championship, UConn is no longer a "cow
college" between Hartford and nowhere. It's a high-powered name, on TV every week during the
season, with applications and donations booming. But of all the young men who have helped
bring Calhoun glory over the past several years, just 27% graduated from the school.

Poor academic performance spreads far beyond UConn's hoops program. Over the next few
weeks, millions of fans will be wagering in office pools, trying to predict who will advance in
the National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) men's basketball tournament, a rite known
as March Madness. Do you like Kentucky, with its 8% graduation rate, for the Sweet 16? Is Tex-
as, at 27% like the Huskies, a match for them on the court too? Low achievement is plaguing not
just revenue-generating sports like men's basketball and football. Softball and golf teams have
also lagged. Add classroom woes to the cheating, sex and even murder scandals that have rocked
campuses like Ohio State, Colorado and Baylor over the past few years, and it's clear that college
sports need to get sent back to school.

Enter Myles Brand. The president of the NCAA unveiled last week the most aggressive ath-
letic-reform measures in decades. For the first time, schools whose athletes don't meet a new
minimum academic standard--roughly equivalent to a 50% graduation rate--stand to lose schol-
arships and risk harsher sanctions down the road such as being barred from lucrative post-season
play. The organization fired loud warning shots, posting report cards on its website that detail
which specific teams face the biggest challenges (UConn basketball and Ohio State football
among them) and giving them a year to shape up or risk scholarship losses...

Asia stocks dive on China bank reserve fears

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Chinese and Hong Kong stocks fell to their lowest close for nearly three months as sever-
al Chinese banks increased their reserves, implementing orders received earlier from the central
bank, which is trying to curb lending and head off inflation.

The Shanghai Composite Index ended down 2.42 per cent at 3,019.394, after declines on Mon-
day triggered by the Bank of China announcing a plan to raise $6 billion in an issue of converti-
ble bonds. Bank stocks again led the sell-off.

The fall was mirrored in Hong Kong, where many Chinese stocks are listed, and where worries

were further stoked by a profit warning from Foxconn, a contract mobile phonemaker. The

benchmark Hang Seng Index fell 2.12 per cent to 20,162.66, a four month low.

In both markets, trading volumes were thin, signalling that underlying sentiment remained very
weak.

Industrial and Commercial Bank of China fell 2.07 per cent to HK$5.69. China Construction
Bank slipped 1.96 per cent to HK$6.01, and Bank of China shed 2.36 per cent to HK$3.72.

In Japan, the Nikkei index lost 1.8 per cent to 10,325.28, a five-week closing low, as the news of

Chinese banks raising reserve ratios drove the Yen up, hurting exporters.
KDDI, Japan's second largest telecom, lost 8.6 per cent after it said it would pay $4 billion for a

controlling 38 per cent stake in Jupiter Telecommunications, known as J:Com, the country's big-

gest cable TV company. It is buying the stake from Liberty Global, the US telecom investor.

J:Com offers high-speed Internet access, television and telephone services. But Japan's cable

market is said to have been stunted by lack of programming and regulations. KDDI also cut its
annual net profit forecast by 12 per cent after a weak performance from its fixed line and mobile
phone businesses.

Ethel Austin joins the list of clothing store casualties as shoppers stay home

Britain may have emerged officially from recession, but it did not feel that way on the high street
yesterday. With Christmas long past and after a chilly, snowy January, the spectre of retail fail-
ure was looming large again with the news that Ethel Austin, the Merseyside-based clothing
chain, had fallen into administration.
Indeed, with Au Naturale, its homewares sister store, it entered administration for the second
time in two years, threatening 3,700 jobs.
Elaine McPherson, a former chief executive and joint owner of MK One, the defunct fashion re-
tailer, had bought the company out of administration in 2008. Poor trading over the holiday peri-
od and then in January sparked a cash crisis after Ms McPherson had failed to secure bank fi-
nance.
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The value retailer and Au Naturale have more than 300 stores between them, with a particularly
strong presence in the North of England.

Flagging fashion retailers have been struggling increasingly in recent weeks. Adams, the chil-
dren’s wear retailer, fell into administration for the second time in a year in January. D2 Jeans,
formerly part of Sir Tom Hunter’s empire, entered administration just after Christmas. Speciality
Retail Group, the owner of the Suits You and Racing Green chains, proposed a dramatic restruc-
turing measure last week that will involve the closure most of its stores.

Geoff Bouchier, a partner at MCR, which was appointed administrator to Ethel Austin, said: “In
the current economic climate, there are no guarantees that purchasers will be found. We are re-
viewing the position of the companies and are at this stage unable to rule out closures and redun-
dancies.”

He said that the recent snow, which had deterred shoppers from venturing to the shops, had made
Ethel Austin’s cash crisis even more acute.

The company’s failure is a blow to the North West, where the group was founded more than 70
years ago. More than 400 staff are employed at its headquarters in Knowsley, only ten miles
from where the business was founded by Ethel Austin and her husband George in their Liverpool
council house in 1934.

Ms McPherson purchased the company from the administrator for a reported £10 million. She
was the largest creditor. She earned a £40 million windfall when she sold MK One to Baugur,
the deal-hungry Icelandic retail investor, in 2004 and had hoped to restore Ethel Austin to its
previous heights by overhauling its range. However, a failure to obtain bank credit meant that the
business had to rely on cashflow. Ms McPherson is not ruling out an attempt to resurrect the
company from administration.

Diamonds and Pearls, a jewellery chain, was sold last week in a pre-pack administration — in
which a buyer is lined up before the company goes through insolvency proceedings. It was the
second time that it had collapsed in a year.

Jonathan De Mello, director of retail and property at Experian, the consultancy, said that small
towns would be hit worst by any closures. He added that there was an overlap between towns
with Ethel Austin stores and empty former Woolworths stores.

“It is clear that, despite retail performing strongly over Christmas overall, there were clear
Christmas winners and losers,” he said. “Smaller town centres will be hardest-hit by this.

“The UK’s smaller towns have been hit by declining footfall and increased vacancy rates over
the last two years, and Ethel Austin’s woes represent yet another setback for them.”

Mark Hudson, head of retail at PricewaterhouseCoopers, the consultancy, said that the failure of
Ethel Austin underlined the uncertainty plaguing the retail sector. “Retailers we’ve spoken to
have all said the same — performance will be slow but steady until summer, then all bets are off
until the first Budget post the election,” he said.

Texcm «Trademarking the Net»

Net-based shopping is becoming commonplace, and the value of Internet real estate has
become obvious both to established companies and to new Netbased companies. Name recogni-
tion is synonymous with an easy-to-remember domain name (2). Because there is only one dot-
com top-level domain name, names in the dot-com domain have become a scarce resource (3).
The irony is the current set (4) of domain names is an artificial construct, created before the rush
to cash in on the Internet and e-commerce. In theory, the number of domain names that can be
created is unbounded, but the practical realities might force us to continue living under the cur-
rent regimen, even though it is obviously flawed (5). The question is: Will the Net survive efforts
to apply trademark law to domain names, and, if so, how will it look in the future?

Trademark law has become intertwined with doing business - or just hang-—
ing out - on the Internet. The kind of trademark law that some envision for
the Net is much more restricted than that which exists in “real life” . In
the U.S. there are at least two dimensions (6) for trademarks: area of busi—
ness and physical location. Thus, there is no problem with United Van Lines
and United Airlines coexisting. Few people who want to fly from San Francis-—
co to New York are likely to contract United Van Lines, and people with a

household of furniture to move (7) are unlikely to purchase tickets on United
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Airlines (8). But there can be at most one www.united.com. (It belongs to an
Internet messaging company.) Similarly, there could be a Simon’ s Shoe Store
in Reno and another Simon’ s Shoes in Miami. It’ s bad enough the current
system of domain names collapses a two dimensional space (9) into a small set
of points. Worse yvet is the effort to restrict look-likes (10) on the Net. A
dramatic example is the situation that pits e Toys.com against etoy.com (11).
In October 1995, etoy, a group of European artists, started an etoy.com Web
site. Roughly two years later eToys Inc., an Internet toy retailer (12)
(eToys. com) started its Web site; it also filed for a U.S. trademark. When
the owners of the etoy.com Web site learned of the eToys.com trademark fil-
ing, they filed for a trademark (13). A trademark was granted to eToys. com,
but the etoy.com trademark request is still pending. Meanwhile, eToys (14)
attempted to purchase the etoy.com Web site for about $400.000 in stock and
cash. When the offer was rejected, eToys sued etoy. The lawsuit claims that
“antisocial, obscene, and offensive images associated with defendants’ use
of the mark etoy, both on the Internet and elsewhere, have tarnished the
eToys mark and the eToys brand name:--” In November 1999 a federal judge
in California issued an injunction against etoy.com. Because of potential
fines of up to $10.000 per day, the etoy.com Web site was shut down (15).
Etoy appealed the decision, and in December eToys announced it had offered to
drop its lawsuit against etoy. However, eToys also either requested, or stat-—
ing as a precondition (16) (depending on which release you read), that etoy
“give good faith consideration (17) -+ to concentrating the profanity, nudi-
ty, and violence that is sometimes part (18) of the etoy corporation’ s other
Web sites.” An etoy lawyer, quoted in the New York Times, rejected the eToys
request, saying “etoy cannot give eToys veto power over the content on its
site.” On January 25, 2000, eToys droped its lawsuit against etoy. The etoy
vs. eToys dispute raises (19) several disturbing issues. Even if one accepts
that U.S. law should apply to organizations located in Europe, etoy and eToys
differ both in physical location and in area of business. In fact, etoy is
not even a commercial entity; it is an artists group. So, if the case did not
involve the Internet, it’ s unlikely that the injunction would have been is—

sued.

Introduction

1.The present dictionary is something of a pioneer work whose evolution has been complex and,
at times, by no means straightforward. Yet there can be little doubt that in such a country as
Russia, where there has always been a keen interest in English as the primary foreign language
to be taught in schools and studied in colleges and universities, such a dictionary will be wel-
comed. Indeed, the dictionary is intended not only for use of students or teachers of English,
but for translators, philologists and all those who read or are interested in English, whether for
pleasure or for a specific academic or scientific purpose. In short, the dictionary is aimed at the
widest possible readership and in its scope sets out to be as comprehensive as possible within
the limits, which must necessarily be imposed in a work of this nature.

2.1t will be asked, how does the dictionary differ from other English-Russian dictionaries? At
first sight the work may seem to be an uneasy combination of a dictionary and an encyclope-
dia, since it contains both the definitions and derivations that one expects to find in a dictionary
and the facts and figures that one looks for in an encyclopedia or work of reference. The an-
swer lies in the choice of entries. Many of these, it is true, can be found in standard dictionaries
and reference works — although many, equally, cannot. But the entries contained in the present
work are those, which, for an Englishman, contain certain overtones or connotations — as often
as not social, political or historical — which may not be detected by a non-English speaker.
Such words and phrases as are included in the dictionary are those which are regularly met in
all kinds of writing — from literature to the press — and which are heard in everyday speech at
all levels and ages of society. Even in England itself there are areas where the speech or writ-
ing of one element of society may be poorly comprehended by the members of another. Such a
disparity in communication is evident, for example, in the difference between the language of
the so-called “popular press™ and that of the “heavies’, or by the failure of many young people
to communicate fully with their parents.

3.... Great Britain, as a country, has had a complex evolution over the centuries, and much that is
seemingly archaic or merely picturesque today is deeply rooted in history and tradition. Much
of the British way of life is a closed book even to the Englishman himself: one needs to be a
cricketer to understand the rules and terminology of this complicated and typically ‘English’
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sport, and to be a pedagogue to work out the intricate organization of the British educational
system, with its jealously guarded — by those who support them — public schools.
4.1f such difficulties exist for the Englishman, who may be an expert in his own field but igno-
rant of the other worlds and their nomenclature that exist and flourish around him in his own
country, how much more difficult must it be for the foreign student of English. However good
his command of grammatical and idiomatic English may be, there are certain to be words and
phrases that he will encounter in his studies — many of which, as we have seen, will be proper
names — whose full significance will be lost on him. It is for such a student of English that the
present dictionary is intended.
5.The overall intention of the work is to reflect modern English, to give all the entries a full
sense of either ‘historicity’ or ‘contemporaneity’. Where a word or term is now dated or archa-
ic, this is appropriately indicated. A major task in the compilation of the dictionary has been to
‘update’ all entries to a point in time as near as possible to that of its publication. Even so, ab-
solute up-to-dateness cannot be guaranteed, as is the case with all works of this kind.
6.1t was naturally felt that a mere translation or transcription of the English term — the usual
treatment given to a word or phrase by a standard bilingual dictionary — was not enough, since
this would nullify the whole point of the work: to indicate the special connotation of the given
term. This meant that the majority of entries would contain an explanation of its significance to
Englishmen, notably in cases where this is not apparent from the translation of the term itself.
In addition, many terms have an interesting etymology or origin, frequently of a historical na-
ture, and where it was felt that to give such an etymology would be useful to the reader, this
has been done.
