Cheltenham, Roedean, and Wycombe Abbey. There are also private, mostly residential,
preparatory schools, which prepare students aged 7 through 13 for the

Obviously, none of these methods are entirely satisfactory, although
using landfill to create artificial landscapes, which than are covered with soil and
planted with various kinds of vegetation, is a possibility that remains to be fully
developed. It is the great quantity of debris produced by urban communities, more so
than a shortage of raw materials, that force the development of more effective means
for recycling wastes. Land pollution also involve the accumulation on land of
substances in dispersed solid or liquid form that are injurious to life. This was




particularly noticeable with those chemicals (e.g., DDT) that are spread for the
purpose of exterminating pests but then accumulate to the extent that they can to do

damage to many other forms of life.
